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At the Symposium we discussed various ways of promoting Professional
Development (PD) to improve the quality of teaching and learning in Higher
Education. We proposed the following goals and agreed upon the importance

of attaining them.

1. That FD programs at Japanese universities be incorporated within a
wider approach to Professional Development. PD for better higher
education includes TA training, Preparing Future Faculty programs,

and Stuff Development programs as its integral parts.

2. To continue to promote educational reform and quality assurance based

on data-driven decision-making.

3. That Hokkaido University and the University of Tsukuba will research
and develop new approaches to active learning, blended-eLearning,
learning management systems, microteaching, and teaching/learning

portfolios.
And finally, in order to promote PD programs in Japan, we propose that
Hokkaido University and the University of Tsukuba play key roles in

developing and expanding networks of PD programs across Japan.
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
